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NTRS was established in 1989. A good source for the history of NTRS in Spanish is a book 
edited by M.C. Zapater (1996): El control biologico en America Latina, page 133-142. The 
statutes and regulations of NTRS are on page 138-142 and also on the IOBC-Global website 
under the section NTRS. 
 
 
NTRS had about 120 members in 1991, and about 300 members in 1996, but after 1999 
membership decreased. As of 2005, membership is increasing again.
